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2. General Information 

eCom uses “Cookies” to improve the website experience and to support users by remembering 
logins and passwords.  

There are a number of different “Cookies” that eCom applies,  

Web browser cookies, each website can send its own cookie to your web browser if your 
browser's preferences allow it.

We do use the aggregate data for statistical reasons and only 
where no individual can be recognised.  By continuing to access our site, you are consenting to 
our use of cookies.
